Create database using MySQL Connector

all available databases.

PassVal:="Test123" Dval:="mysql Connection Parameters
HostVal:="localhost" PortVal:=3306

# Connecting to the server

conn = mysqgl.connector.connect(user = UserVal,
password = PassVal,
host = HostVal)

# Preparing a cursor object
cursorObj=conn.cursor()

# Creating database
cursorObj.execute("CREATE DATABASE matdeckl")

# List all available databases
databases=("SHOW DATABASES")
cursorObj.execute(databases)
for databases in cursorObj:
print(databases[0])

# Disconnecting from the server
conn.close()
