First
we will use MySQL Connector/Python to establish a connection to database with given name and after that
we will delete some table data and print remaining data.

Delete table data
The task is to establish the connection to MySQL Database, to delete rows which Number value is 24 from
table 'Software' and after that to print remaining table data.

 HostVal  :=  "localhost"
 PassVal  :=  "Test123"  DVal  :=  "mysql"

 PortVal  :=  3306
Connection Parameters

 DatVal  :=  "matdeck"

# Delete query and display table data
cursorObj.execute("DELETE FROM Software WHERE Number = 24")

# Select query and display table data
cursorObj.execute("SELECT * FROM Software")
records = cursorObj.fetchall()
for row in records:
